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GOODWILL RECEIVES GRANT TO PROVIDE 

VOCATIONAL SERVICES TO THE HOMELESS

Albuquerque, New Mexico – Goodwill Industries of New Mexico announced today that it has received a $20,000 Daniels Fund grant to support its Pathways to Self-Sufficiency Program serving the homeless and near homeless of the greater Albuquerque area.

“The grant will enable Goodwill to provide job assessments, training, placement and retention services to homeless individuals who are ready for employment,” said John Conklan, President and CEO of Goodwill.  In 2008, Goodwill served 411 homeless individuals and placed 86 in permanent, unsubsidized, community-based jobs. 
The Daniels Fund operates the Daniels Fund Scholarship Program and the Daniels Fund Grants Program in Colorado, New Mexico, Utah and Wyoming.  The Fund was established in 1997 by Bill Daniels, a pioneer in cable television known for his kindness and generosity to those in need.  

Goodwill Industries of New Mexico was founded in 1941 with the mission to provide skill development and work opportunities for people with barriers to employment.  We define barriers as lack of education, homelessness, single parenthood, all disabilities, language barriers, domestic violence, extended absence from the job market (disabled veterans or displaced homemakers), ageism, substance abuse and felony history. In 2008, our statewide programs placed 706 New Mexicans in permanent, community-based jobs, and served 6,843 persons.
