AMONG 50 BEST WEBSITES OF 2009 
Albuquerque, New Mexico – A recent Time.com article listed Goodwill Industries’ online auction website, ShopGoodwill.com, as one of the 50 Best Websites of 2009.  It was also featured in a “Today Show” segment where a Time reporter cited ShopGoodwill.com as user-friendly and a cheaper alternative to eBay.  In fact, eBay is not even on the 2009 list.

Goodwill’s website was also singled out for offering a “less crowded pool” of shoppers. Time added that it was, “...a little-known auction site filled with treasures.” 
Coincidentally, this week Goodwill Industries is celebrating the 10th anniversary of the website, which was initiated by Goodwill Industries of Orange County (in Santa Ana, CA) in 1999. Goodwill Industries of New Mexico was among the first Goodwills across the nation to participate by listing items on the site. Today, many Goodwill affiliates across North America participate in ShopGoodwill.com by listing interesting, valuable and unusual items. All items have been donated to Goodwill, so all proceeds are applied to their education, training and job placement programs, which are offered free of charge to persons in need of work or job training.

ShopGoodwill.com is free and open to the public.  There are 18,000 items for sale on any given day.  Visitors to the site are surprised to learn that they can find higher end, unique items, such as original artwork, gold jewelry, vintage glassware, Native American crafts, fine china, music instruments, wedding dresses, first edition books, clocks, collectibles and movie memorabilia. Some artwork has sold for five- and six-figure amounts, including one American Impressionist work donated in Albuquerque. 
A sampling of current Goodwill Industries of New Mexico listings are:  a complete set of drums (item #5185524), a 1.6 pound bag of (possibly vintage) marbles (#5172601) and a set of three Pueblo pottery ornaments (#5175626). 
To begin exploring the New Mexico web pages, visitors are directed to go to www.goodwillnm.org to click on “Shop Online,” which links directly to New Mexico items.  To explore auction items from other Goodwill stores around the nation, click on “Home” after entering the site.  
Newcomers may click on “Sign Me Up” to register as a bidder, receive a bidder ID and password and start shopping immediately. New Mexico items come from donations made in Goodwill stores in Albuquerque, Santa Fe, Rio Rancho, Gallup, Roswell and Clovis. New Mexico items may be picked up only from the main New Mexico store in Albuquerque.  
Goodwill Industries of New Mexico was founded in 1941 with the mission to provide skill development and work opportunities for people with barriers to employment.  We define barriers as lack of education, homelessness, single parenthood, all disabilities, language barriers, domestic violence, extended absence from the job market (disabled veterans or displaced 
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homemakers), ageism, substance abuse and felony history. In 2009, our statewide programs are anticipated to place 700 New Mexicans in permanent, community-based jobs, and serve 7,000 New Mexicans through assessments, training and referrals.
